11.0 GREETINGS FROM ENGINEERS CANADA

Tony Dawe, P.Eng, President Engineers Canada, extended 
greetings to Engineers Nova Scotia and congratulated 
David Lea, P.Eng. on his year as President. He noted that 
Engineers Nova Scotia had a good year and that committees 
continue to be very strong. Congratulations were extended 
to Conrad Lelievre, P.Eng. on being elected as President. 
The association was congratulated on the very recent name 
change to “Engineers Nova Scotia”.

Tony provided an update of Engineers Canada initiatives 
including the Consideration to Integration Project, the Labor 
Market Study, the creation of a national database, and 
the work towards a climate change action plan. Tony also 
thanked our members who serve on national committees.

12.0 PRESIDENT’S REMARKS (2007-2008 Focus)

Conrad Lelievre, P.Eng. thanked the membership for their 
trust in electing him as President for the 2007-2008 year. 
He noted that an appointment to Council in the position of 
President is not only an honor but a privilege. Conrad then 
provided a slide presentation outlining some of the issues 
coming before Council over the next year.

Member Feedback  
Mike Topley, P.Eng. – Mike asked that the association 
consider taking some action regarding limitations on liability. 
He suggested that it might be a good time to present a brief 
to government asking for legislative change in this area.  

Bryan Darrell, P.Eng. – Bryan noted that the association 
should continue in its’ efforts to raise public awareness 
about the profession. He also expressed concern with the 
slip in engineering salaries as compared to other regulated 
professions.

Ryan Boudreau, P.Eng. – Ryan indicated that while he 
was pleased with the rebranding effort, he has concerns 
about the rationale (what are the real benefi ts of a name 
change?), and he was concerned with the loss of the word 
“Professional” from our title.

President Lelievre responded that we should not need 
to describe ourselves as “professional” – that should be 
understood without question. Our offi cial name (Association of 
Professional Engineers of Nova Scotia) and title (Professional 
Engineer) have not been changed. He noted that Council 
felt quite strongly that the rebranding would lead to a better 
recognition of our association by the general public.  

Les Russell, P.Eng. – Les inquired as to what our offi cial 
name will be. Executive Director Len White responded that 
the offi cial name is unchanged, and that the new “Engineers 
Nova Scotia” is simply a branding that will be used with the 
general public. All offi cial correspondence will be under the 
existing “Association of Professional Engineers of Nova 
Scotia” name. The one thing that will disappear is the 
reference to “APENS”.

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PRESIDENT’S REPORT ------ Conrad LeLièvre, P.Eng. C.R.S.P.

 The f i rst  fu l l  year 
of “Engineers Nova Scotia” 
is now ending. At the 2007 
Annual General Meeting, 
your association unveiled the 
new business name of the 
association. From all reports, 
the transition has gone well and 
both the general public and our 
members are now well aware 
of what Engineers Nova Scotia 
is and does.

In late 2007, your Council set a number of goals for the year. 
The following update is provided on those activities.

Complete a Review and Update of the Manual of Professional 
Practice

The review of the Manual of Professional Practice has been 
undertaken by staff and is 90% complete with the fi nal draft 
being reviewed by staff at this time. It is hoped that the 
document can be fi nalized in time to be put onto our updated 
web-site later this fall. The revision was required due to our 
business name change, as well as the requirement that the 
Manual be current with today’s practices.
 
The vision is that it be reviewed periodically and be a living 
document which changes to suit the needs of practicing 
engineers.

Move Act and Bylaw Revisions Forward

A successful vote was conducted by your association on the 
proposed Act and Bylaw changes and we are very pleased 
that all items were approved by the membership. That is a 
strong endorsement of Council’s direction and we thank you 
as members for your support.

The results of the voting were as follows:
-Mandatory Professional Development   69.1%
-Revised Complaints and Disciplinary Process 92.1%
-Increase in Corporate Registration Fee  82.8%
Ability to Delegate Routine Registration Decisions   92.5%
Approval of an Updated Code of Ethics  94.4%

All these changes have been submitted to government for 
implementation and we are hopeful that they will be introduced 
during the fall sitting of the legislature.

Continue to Raise Awareness of Professional Engineering 
in Nova Scotia

Your Council has continued to support activities that raise 
the public’s awareness of professional engineering. By far 
the biggest one was the name change. With the elimination 
of the acronym APENS in daily usage, the public now hears 

the word “engineer” more frequently.

Other activities include the continued support of National 
Engineering Week activities as well as fi nancial and award 
support for science fairs across the Province.

 A cooperative effort with Engineers Canada on a national 
awareness campaign is in progress and will be fi nalized later 
this fall. It is expected that such a national campaign would 
also reap signifi cant benefi ts for Nova Scotia.

Council also held 2 meetings at universities during the year, 
in order to foster direct contact with engineering students in 
the early years of their education. Those meetings were held 
at St. F.X. University and Acadia University. It is hoped that 
we can include the other associate universities in the coming 
year. Engineers Nova Scotia needs to assure that we continue 
direct contact with the engineering students and encourage 
professional registration by all.

Complete the Implementation of the Revised Corporate 
Identity

All day to day documents and signage have been changed 
over to the Engineers Nova Scotia name. It is felt that this 
goal is now complete.

Develop a More Active Partnership with Camp 7 Iron Ring 
Wardens

A very successful Iron Ring ceremony was held at the Westin 
Nova Scotian Hotel in the spring of 2008. By all accounts it was 
well-received by all in attendance. Your association provided 
fi nancial support for the ceremony and the plan is to continue 
that support in the future. A representative of Engineers Nova 
Scotia had an opportunity to address the students to assure 
that there was no disconnect between the Iron Ring and the 
need to be registered or licensed as a professional engineer 
in order to practice.

Investigate the Implementation of a Limited License

Currently, the majority of requests for a Limited License have 
come from engineers outside Nova Scotia who have such a 
license in another province. There has been a lack of requests 
from within Nova Scotia for a limited license. Some of the 
other Provinces have also looked at other categories such 
as a Provisional License.
 
Our Act and Bylaw changes before the government will give 
Engineers Nova Scotia the ability to create other categories 
of licensure that would then enable us to handle these issues 
as they arise. Under the current Act we have no ability to 
create such licenses.
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Engineers Nova Scotia will continue the work on this objective 
once our Act and Bylaws allow it.

Investigate Liability Concerns for Engineers in Nova Scotia

Engineers Nova Scotia has a position paper on limits of liability 
that has been prepared by our legal counsel and approved 
by Council. We have had preliminary discussions on the 
issue with other professional associations and hope to have 
a submission ready for government by late fall of this year.

General Topics
In other general news, Terry Hennigar was appointed as 
the new Engineers Canada Director for Nova Scotia. Terry 
is serving your association well at the national level. He will 
continue to assure the wishes of Engineers Nova Scotia are 
followed and that Engineers Canada remains a member-
driven organization. We thank Terry for his service.

In implementing the previous Act and Bylaw changes, your 
association was able to move over 500 LTP individuals over 
to regular members, as they resided in Canada. Their stamp 
can now be used as long as their membership remains current, 
whereas they had to be replaced on a yearly basis under the 
old LTP procedures. Those stamps alone resulted in a cost 
saving of over $10,000 to the members.

Council has received a Carbon Footprint study of the 
association operations and will use this over the next year to 
assess how we can reduce the environmental impact of our 
day to day operations.

Final Comments
My year as President of your association has been very 
educational as well as very enjoyable. It has fl own by at 
incredible speed.

As an engineer with a career primarily in manufacturing, 
followed by an early-retirement move to consulting engineering, 
the year as the President of the licensing body gave me a 
very different perspective on the profession. The knowledge 
of how both domestic and foreign-trained engineers are 
accepted into the associations surely gives me an idea of 
the challenges that Nova Scotia and Canada will face as we 

handle the demographic shifts that are upon us.

As far as enjoyment, as your President I had the opportunity 
to visit many other provincial associations and learn more 
about Canada and its people and the effect that professional 
engineering is having and will have on this great country. I 
am sure that some of the friendships made during this year 
will last my lifetime.

I would like to extend my thanks to Council members. There 
was excellent consensus among all this year and it made the 
position of leader easy. You association is in good hands.

And last but surely not least, I want to express my thanks to 
the Engineers Nova Scotia staff under the capable direction 
of Len White P.Eng. They have provided excellent service to 
your association and to me personally.

I am proud to be a professional engineer and proud to be 
a member of Engineers Nova Scotia. Thank you for the 
opportunity to have served you.

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Executive Director’s Report - Len White, P.Eng., MBA, CGA

As our year draws to a close, I want 
to take a few moments to refl ect 
on some of our accomplishments. 
This has been another exceptional 
year in many respects.

We continued working with Engineers Canada and with the 
engineering regulatory associations to move forward on our 
“mobility” agenda. Several years ago we were the fi rst engi-
neering association in Canada to sign a full mobility agree-
ment. This year we worked with our partners to create a com-
mon application form; we resolved a number of policy issues 
leading to a greater commonality of licensing requirements; 
we worked with our partners to establish a national database 
of professional engineers, with the objective of facilitating 
same-day transfers from one province or territory to another; 
and we have advanced our work nationally in establishing a 
uniform framework for different licensing categories (Limited 
Licenses, Provisional Licenses etc.). 

We continued our strong relationship with various levels of 
government. At the federal level, your association representa-
tives were able to attend a parliamentary reception in Ottawa 
arranged by Engineers Canada. The federal government is 
very much aware of the leadership role we have taken in 
promoting national mobility for the engineering profession. 
Our meetings with government have been very helpful and 
government now has a much better appreciation of your as-
sociation’s role and the strength and diversity of our 5,000 
members.

The provincial government has put forward a Fair Access to 
Regulated Professions Act. This Act will apply to some 40 
regulated professions in Nova Scotia. The Act is not intended 
to diminish the self-regulated status of regulatory bodies such 
as ours, but is intended to ensure that registration processes 
are fair, impartial, objective and transparent. We believe that 
our association meets and exceeds the intent of the legisla-
tion, and we have done so for many years. Your Council has 
written to the provincial government and given general support 
to the new Act, but we have also indicated we will be seek-
ing additional clarifi cations when the regulations are drafted. 
Government briefi ngs have been excellent, and all sugges-
tions made by our association have been incorporated in the 
latest draft of the Act. We continue to work with government 
to ensure that the associated Regulations do not impact our 
ability to self-regulate the engineering profession.  

Council has been involved for the last several years with 
incremental Act and Bylaw revisions. Several years ago Bill 
# 114 Engineering Profession Act was followed by Bill #115 
Architects Act. The passage of these two simultaneous Bills 
speaks volumes about our improved relationships with our 

sister associations in Nova Scotia, and the mutual support 
we provide each other. With recent changes to our Act and 
Bylaws, we now have 400 Engineers-in-Training who are able 
to vote and participate in our Association to a much greater 
extent, for the fi rst time in our 90-year history. We now have 
legislative authority to create Joint Practice Boards with other 
regulatory associations, so we can effectively deal with joint 
practice issues of mutual concern. We have removed mobility 
restrictions that were contained in our prior Act, by extending 
the residency requirement for full membership to Canada 
rather than restricting membership to Nova Scotia. Council 
can now deal with minor dues increases without the need for 
a costly member vote. All in all, we have made great strides 
in recent years in improving our legislative governance. 

This year Council continued to improve the Act and Bylaws 
by holding another successful membership vote in December 
2007. The results of that vote were as follows:

I was very pleased with the ballot results and the contin-
ued confi dence members have in the directions set out by 
Council. The proposed amendments have been forwarded 
to government, and I have been told that government plans 
to take the remainder of our Act changes to the Fall session 
of the legislature. 

Council continues to recognize its’ members and their sig-
nifi cant contributions to society. During the year a number 
of awards were presented. In addition, the following awards 
will be given out as part of our Annual General Meeting ac-
tivities.

Our latest fi scal year ended on July 31. From a fi nancial 
perspective the association has a net income of $18,000, 
largely due to membership growth exceeding expectations. 
With a year-end balance in our members’ equity of close to 
$1 million, your Association is in excellent fi nancial shape 
and well able to carry out its’ regulatory responsibilities. A 
budget is being presented to the membership that in my view 
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appropriately continues that strong level of fi nancial steward-
ship. As we go forward, Council has approved a budget for 
2008/2009 that calls for continued expenditures on several 
important issues.

We are continuing our efforts to become more environmentally 
conscious in all our activities. We now send company renewal 
packages electronically, with a printable electronic certifi cate. 
If a company would like us to print the certifi cate we will do that 
for them. This has been received very well by our corporate 
membership, and we have had no requests for a mailed ver-
sion. This process also allows for a quicker response to our 
members and a reduction in mailing costs. In addition, Council 
has just completed a carbon footprint assessment, which will 
guide staff and Council in its’ future decisions.

We are excited that the new web site is nearing completion, 
although it is proceeding slower than expected due to staff 
turnovers and other issues at the web design company. Along 
with increasing our visibility and better representing us with 
our members, government and the general public, the new 
site will help us be more effective and will be another step 
in helping us reduce our carbon footprint. The new site will 
enable members to vote electronically and make on-line 
payments. Members will have an ability to change their own 
contact information on-line, or complete electronic member-
ship surveys. When fully developed, members will also be 
able to keep mandatory professional development records 
online through our web site, if they so choose. The look and 
functionality of the new site will be a tremendous improvement 
over our existing technology. 

The year would not be complete without a thankful acknowl-
edgement of the hard work and professionalism of the as-
sociation’s governing Council, the hundreds of volunteers 
and the dedicated staff. Our volunteer committees continue 
to be extremely active, and efforts continue to ensure broad 
representation on these committees. I believe that your as-
sociation is making substantial progress in many areas, and 
I am proud to be a part of that change and growth.

The Professional Practice 
Division’s main role is to enforce 
the Nova Scotia Engineering 
Profession Act.  Through our 
work the Association:

promotes and improves the profi ciency of professional 1. 
engineers in Nova Scotia;
advances and protects the interests of professional 2. 
engineers in their careers;
assures that Nova Scotia public of the profi ciency of 3. 
professional engineers and engineers-in-training; and
generally protects the public interest as it relates to 4. 
engineers and engineering in the province. 

The Division through the enforcement of the Engineering 
Profession Act assists in the regulation, discipline and honor 
of professional engineers. 

1.0 Discipline
The Association processed 10 formal complaints against 
engineering practitioners during the business year 
2007/2008.  Five of these were referred to the Council and 
were resolved through agreed to statement of facts and 
agreed to resolutions whereby both the practitioner and 
Council agree to the facts and the proposed penalties.

2.0 Act Enforcement
2.1 Corporate Membership
The Association registers corporate entities that employ 
engineers and offer engineering services to the public.

The following table indicates the current status of fi rms 
holding a certifi cate of compliance and sole practitioners 
who have their fi rms listed with Engineers Nova Scotia.

2.2 Compliance of Non-Registered Engineers
The Professional Practice Division, as part of its mandate, 
contacts those engineers located and confi rmed as not being 
registered while practicing engineering in Nova Scotia and 
advises them to register to ensure they are in compliance 
with the Engineers Nova Scotia Act.

2.3 Non-Engineers Practicing Engineering
The Division receives communications on a continuous 
basis from individuals who make inquiries to the Division 
regarding the practice of engineering by those who may not 

be qualifi ed to do so.

2.4 Engineers Nova Scotia Student Membership
The Division has received approximately 150 applications 
from students who have recently registered this month to 
study engineering at Dalhousie.  Further applications will 
continue to be received over the next few months.

2.5 Process for Unemployed Members
Over the past few years, The Division has been contacting 
those members who appear on the database as being 
unemployed and advises them to post their resume on the 
Engineers Nova Scotia Web Site as many companies search 
that site for potential employees.

2.6 Engineers-in-Training Working Alone
The Division has contacted a number of EIT’s in this situation 
and has made arrangements for Professional Engineers to 
act as mentors for the EIT’s while completing their 4-year 
mentorship program.

3.0 Engineers Nova Scotia Committee Support
The Division continues to support the following 
Committees:

3.1 Engineers Canada National Enforcement &   
 Discipline Committee
The Division contacts names on the lists of engineers 
received from the other jurisdictions across Canada.  These 
lists contain the names of engineers resident in Nova Scotia 
but registered elsewhere.  The Division checks and contacts 
those engineers to confi rm their status.  If they are practicing 
they are referred to the Registration Division.

3.2 Complaints Committee
The Complaints Committee reviews all complaints received 
about practitioners and determines which ones are referred 
to Council.

3.3. Awards Committee
The Awards Committee calls for nominations for Engineers 
N.S. Awards and makes recommendations to Council for its 
consideration.

3.4 Environment Committee
The Environment Committee tracks environmental issues in 
Nova Scotia.

3.5 Energy Committee
The Energy Committee concerns itself with energy issues 
in the province.

Board Policy Issues

This past year, the Board of Examiners provided feedback 
to Engineers Canada on topics that included the English 
Language Benchmark, the Model Guide on the Authentication of 
Engineering Documents, Canadian Engineering Accreditation 
Board (CEAB) Terms of Reference, CEAB Statement of 
Interpretation on Licensure Expectations and Requirements 
for Teaching Engineering, Canadian Engineering Qualifi cations 
Board (CEQB) Work Plan, a Draft Report on Engineers Ireland, 
and the CEQB Mining Engineering Examination Syllabus. 

The Board has developed a policy called “Equivalent to 
Canadian Experience” wherein the Board has defi ned the 
necessary elements of practice in a Canadian environment 
to assist Internationally Educated Engineering Graduates 
(IEEGs) in fulfi lling the experience requirement.  Qualifi ed 
IEEG applicants are interviewed by members of the Board 
to determine if equivalent to Canadian experience may be 
granted.
