PRESIDENT’S REPORT

President Conrad LeLievre, P.Eng. reviewed his report found on page 8
of the Annual Report. Conrad also presented a Power Point presentation,
which was included in the Registration folders and distributed prior to the
Business Meeting. The presentation included a review of accomplishments
over the past year.

One of the most significant accomplishments over the past year is the
successful member vote on a number of Act revisions, which included
items such as Mandatory Professional Development, revised complaints
and disciplinary processes and the ability for Council to delegate registration
and licensing decisions.

Dick Fletcher, P.Eng, President Engineers Canada, extended greetings

to Engineers Nova Scotia and congratulated Conrad LeLievre, P.Eng. on
his year as President. He noted that Engineers Nova Scotia had a good
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year and that committees continue to be very strong. Congratulations
were extended to Paul Amyotte, P.Eng. on being elected as President.
Mr. Fletcher noted that he has known Paul Amyotte, P.Eng. for the last
10-12 years through his work with the Canadian Engineering Qualifications
Board.

Mr. Fletcher provided an update of Engineers Canada initiatives over
the past year and made note of the fact that Terry Hennigar, P.Eng. has
done an excellent job representing the members of Nova Scotia as their
Engineers Canada Director. He also extended thanks to Chris Zinck, P.Eng.,
who is a member of the CEQB and to Engineers Nova Scotia’s Director
of Registration, Sandra Oickle who is a member of the Qualifications
Committee. He also made special note that Engineers Nova Scotia member
Bill Sutherland, P.Eng., was the President of Engineers Canada in 1999
and Dr. Leslie T. Russell, P.Eng. was a prior Chair of the CEQB.

Mr. Fletcher noted that the National Communications campaign is underway.
The primary target of the campaign is Employers and Parents. Mr. Fletcher
reviewed details of the upcoming Engineering Summit which will take place
in conjunction with the Annual Meeting in 2009.

12.0 PRESIDENT’S REMARKS (2008-2009 FOCUS)
Paul Amyotte, P.Eng. thanked the membership for their trust in electing
him as President for the 2008-2009 year. He noted that an appointment
to Council in the position of President is not only an honor but a privilege.
Paul then provided a slide presentation outlining some of the issues coming
before Council over the next year.

Paul also took the opportunity to give credit to Dr. Don Roy, P.Eng., Dr.
Ronald Gilkie, P.Eng., and to Dr. Les Russell, P.Eng. for inspiring him in
his career. Paul also took the opportunity to inform the members that he
was open to receiving questions and comments anytime.

13.0 OTHER BUSINESS

Hector Jacques, P.Eng. made a few observations. He noted that we have
heard from Dick Fletcher, P.Eng., (Engineers Canada) who talked about
the status of the profession. In his point of view, on the Canadian scene
we don't exist and we are very apathetic as a profession. He noted that
we only have 1.5% of our membership present at the Annual Meeting. He
also noted that in his view the bulk of the agenda was concluded before a
quorum was had and hence the meeting may not even be valid. He made
the observation that you cannot solve a professional issue if the members
themselves are apathetic.

Several members responded to Hector’s observations. Engineers Canada
Director Terry Hennigar, P.Eng. challenged Hector to point out to Council
what we should be doing differently. President Paul Amyotte, P.Eng.
suggested that you should not necessarily equate attendance at the AGM
with apathy. Les Russell, P.Eng. noted that a quorum is only mandatory

if there is a challenge from the floor, and that all votes taken were in fact
in order.

Hector Jacques, P.Eng. noted that it all starts with leadership, and that
he will gladly share his views with anyone on Council who would like to
tackle this issue. Dick Fletcher, P.Eng. from Engineers Canada noted that
the leadership issue is a great discussion. He noted that PEO has created
a center for Public Engineering Policy, and that hopefully this will raise the
profile in engineering.

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PRESIDENT’S REPORT ----- Dr. Paul Amyotte, P.Eng., FEC

In this final report of my tenure as
President of Engineers Nova Scotia,
| want to tell our members about
some of the activities in which | have
engaged and some of the people with
whom | have worked. My focus is
therefore on building of relationships
rather than listing of accomplishments.

My reason is not because there have been no accomplishments — there
clearly have — but because | believe these accomplishments are largely
the work of other people, not the President. Other sections of the Annual
Report, as well as the most recentissue of The Engineer, provide details of
the progress we have collectively made with respect to the goals | presented
at the Business Meeting last September.

The first group | wish to acknowledge is our Council — eleven individuals who
have met eight times over the past year, along with our Engineers Canada
Director and our Executive Director. Without fail, Councilors have brought to
the table their individual sense of what is best for the engineering profession
and their collective wisdom as to what is right for engineers in Nova Scotia.
Some Council moments have been inspirational (e.g. our discussions on pro
bono engineering work); some have been far-reaching (e.g. the creation of
the position of Director Professional Development); all have been productive.

In keeping with past practice, Council has again taken its meetings on the
road. We met in January at St. Francis Xavier University and in March at
Acadia University in conjunction with events for engineering students and
zone members. Anew wrinkle this year was a July meeting in St. Andrews-by-
the-Sea with the Council of Professional Engineers and Geoscientists New
Brunswick. We have many common interests with our Atlantic neighbours
and this joint meeting was a good step in sharing ideas with one of them.

| also want to express my appreciation to Terry Hennigar, P.Eng., our
Engineers Nova Scotia representative on the Engineers Canada Board
of Directors. Terry has provided excellent service in ensuring that
Engineers Canada remains focused on what is truly important — the
core values and needs of its Constituent Members such as our own
association. | observed this in person while attending the Engineers
Canada Board meetings in Ottawa (October) and Montreal (May). The
Montreal meeting was held in conjunction with the Annual Meeting
of the Constituent Members and the First National Engineering
Summit, at which | was pleased to represent Engineers Nova Scotia.

| was also privileged to attend the Annual General Meetings of the
Association of Professional Engineers and Geoscientists of British
Columbia (October), Engineers PEI (November), Association of
Professional Engineers, Geologists, and Geophysicists of Alberta (April),
and Professional Engineers and Geoscientists Newfoundland and
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Labrador (June). New Brunswick was on my list, but nature decided |
should stay in St. John’s for a few extra days while there on university
business in February, rather than leaving as planned for Fredericton.

One accomplishment | will mention is a direct result of those association
meetings|was able toattend. Thereis strong interestin a Canada-wide model for
engineering membership and licensure; we in Nova Scotia are well-positioned
in this national dialogue because of our knowledge of the other associations
and our own progress to ensure that we are in full mobility compliance.

| was fortunate to be accompanied on some of these trips, and at other
events, by our Executive Director, Len White, P.Eng. | have greatly
appreciated Len’s wise counsel and collegiality over the past year as |
carried out my role as President and he his roles as Executive Director,
Treasurer, Secretary and Registrar. | quickly appreciated the distinction
between our jobs — mine as leader of the policy-setting body (Council)
and Len’s as leader of the highly functioning group that is our staff. To say
that our association is in good hands with Len in charge of the operational
side of the ledger would be an understatement. We are in excellent hands.

| can say this with full confidence because | have seen firsthand the
dedication of each and every member of our Engineers Nova Scotia
staff. Our Director Professional Practice, Dermot Mulrooney, P.Eng.
is someone for whom | have immense respect. Our new Director
Professional Development, Kris Dove, P.Eng. has indeed hit the ground
running. Other staff members have equally impressed me both in the
performance of their daily activities and in the numerous evening and
weekend special events they attend. Throughout the year | enjoyed the
company of various staff members at functions such as our Student
Awards Reception, the Halifax Business Awards, and the Acadia and
Dalhousie Student Banquets. When | attended meetings and dinners
hosted by other professional groups, | knew | would be with colleagues,
not competitors, largely because of the strong working relationships
that have been forged over the years by our staff.

As our year draws to a close, | want
to take a few moments to reflect on
the activities we undertook last year
on behalf of our members. This has
been another exceptional year in
many respects.

Your Council continues to recognize

its members and their significant
contributions to society. During the year a number of awards were

presented. In addition, the following awards are being given out as part of
our Annual General Meeting activities.

Council continues to be guided by our association’s legislated role of
enforcing the Nova Scotia Engineering Profession Act, and Council
continues to be active in addressing policy issues related to that role.

Last year our members voted in support of improvements to our Act
and Bylaws to allow for the establishment of a mandatory professional
development program, the modernization of our complaints and disciplinary
process, and the approval of an updated code of ethics. We worked
with government during the year to ensure that all required legislative
amendments are put in place.

During the year we also worked with our friends at the Association of
Professional Geoscientists of Nova Scotia, the Nova Scotia Association
of Architects, the Association of Nova Scotia Land Surveyors and the
Consulting Engineers of Nova Scotia to improve existing legislation
regarding the limits on liability for engineering practitioners. A formal
submission was sent to government by the five associations in February,
in which we proposed that government establish a ten year time limit for
actions in negligence brought against professionals providing services in
this province. Government has indicated they intend to address this issue
in the near future.

We also worked with government on the establishment of a Fair Registration
Practices Act. This Act applies to all regulated professions in Nova Scotia,
and is intended to ensure that registration and licensing practices are fair,
impartial, objective and transparent. We believe our association has metand
exceeded the intent of the legislation for many years, and we will continue
to do so. That being said, we continue to work with government to ensure

that legislated amendments and any associated Regulations do notimpact
negatively on our ability to self-regulate the engineering profession.

Your Council will be looking at additional legislative revisions in the
upcoming year. For example, Council is currently investigating whether the
existing non-renewable 2-year Council term is in the best interest of our
members. You will hear more about that in the upcoming year.

We continued our efforts with Engineers Canada and the engineering
regulatory associations to move forward on our “mobility” agenda. Several
years ago we were the first engineering association in Canada to sign a
full mobility agreement. This year we continued to work with our partners
to create a common application form, to establish a national database of
professional engineers, and to resolve any remaining impediments to having
common licensing requirements. We also advanced our work nationally
in establishing a uniform framework for different licensing categories such
as Limited Licenses and Provisional Licenses.

We have taken a leadership role nationally. Both your President and
Executive Director served as members of a national Task Force dealing
with a Canadian licensure model. Your President presented elements of
that model at the Engineers Canada Annual Meeting in Montreal in May.
At our national meetings your Executive Director was elected for a 2-year
term as Chair of the Executive Director group across Canada.

During the year your association completed an Atlantic Canada Salary
Survey, in conjunction with our sister associations in the Atlantic region.
Our members have commented favorably on the survey, and we intend to
continue this survey on a regular basis in the future.

[ am very pleased that Council recently approved an additional professional
staff position called the Director Professional Development. This new
position will provide more focus to the development, implementation and
administration of the professional development functions of the Association.
This position will oversee our mandatory professional development program,
and will add value for our members by working more closely with external
bodies to facilitate educational opportunities for engineers. The incumbent
will also play a lead role in providing employer and student outreach,
including liaison with Provincial government agencies and municipalities
in their provision of engineering services throughout the Province. | am
very pleased that we recently hired Kristopher (Kris) Dove, P.Eng. to fill
this new position. | expect our members will see a lot of progress in these
areas over the next year.

Our latest fiscal year ended on July 31. From a financial perspective we
achieved a $20,000 net income, much better than budget. Membership
growth continues to exceed expectations. We are approaching the 5,100
member mark and your association has a year-end balance in members’



equity of over $1 million. Your association is in excellent financial shape
and is well able to carry out its regulatory responsibilities. As we go forward,
Council has approved a budget that allows us to continue to improve and
diversify our services without sacrificing our financial strength.

The year would not be complete without a thankful acknowledgement of
the hard work and professionalism of our volunteers and staff. | continue to
believe that under the watchful eye of Council we are making progress in
many areas. | feel confident that with the recent addition to our professional
staff we will be able to continue that progress.
